- This year-long course is compulsory for completion of the Master/Doctoral program of the
Department of Precision Engineering.

- As a general rule, this year-long course can be taken only in the first year of the
Master/Doctoral program.
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1. Overview
This “Special Seminar” is a year-long course, and is regarded as an occasion for the interim
report of Master/Doctoral dissertations. In this seminar, each student will report (both in
paper and in poster-presentation) on his/her research achievements obtained within the first
year. The report will be reviewed by several professors including the supervisor.
The contents of the report must be significant enough as the results of one-year-long
research activity.
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2. Eligibility
Special Seminar M: Master course students of Precision Engineering
Special Seminar D: Doctoral course students of Precision Engineering

As a general rule, this course must be taken in the first year. If, however, it cannot be
taken in the first year due to unavoidable reasons, it may be taken in the second or later year,
based on a permission from the supervisor and the Department.

3. Course registration
Students must register to the course on UTAS system, in the beginning of their first year.
Note that students are not automatically registered to this course. Registration must be done
by themselves.
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4. Research reports (also see Table I)

For successful completion of this course, a student must submit a bulletin report and
present in the poster session. If, due to some unavoidable reasons, a student is not able to
submit a report by the deadline, or not able to present in the poster session, the student must
consult his/her supervisor as soon as possible.
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4-1. Bulletin report

Each student must submit a bulletin report by the deadline stipulated in Table I. The
length of the report could be 2 -4 pages in A4 format. The report must state, in the beginning,
the following information:

- Title of the research topic

- Name

- Grade (year), such as M1/D1

- Student number

- Supervisor
Reports will not be accepted after the deadline.

4-2. Poster presentation

Students must be present in the poster session that will be held in the stipulated period
(the exact date and time will be announced almost one month before the session).

Each student must make an Al-size poster beforehand, and must explain it to the
reviewers. The reviewers will mainly evaluate the student’s effort, quality of the poster,
significance of the results, the student’s knowledge on the topic, and publications in
conferences or journals.

Failure to show up by the designated opening time, or leaving the session without
permission will considerably affect the marks. DO NOT BE LATE!
