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Guideline for

“Practice in International Workshop on Precision Engineering”
(Elective course, 2 credits)
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1. Overview
This course aims to promote international activities of our students. Among international activities,

such as “international summer school”, “international workshop”, and “short-term research
internship in overseas universities”, those equivalent to 2-credit academic activities within the field

of precision engineering will be awarded the credits.
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2. Scope: intended international activities
Intended activities include, but not limited to,
- organizing a workshop within an international conference,
- participation in an academic contest,
- participation in an international summer school held by domestic or overseas universities,
- short-term research internship in an overseas university.
To be awarded the credits, the activity must:
- have enough time length (workload) and contents that are equivalent to 2 credits,
- be related with the field of precision engineering.
It should be noted that the activity will not be credited, if some credits are awarded to the same
activity by other departments or universities. It should also be noted that typical participation
(and/or presentation) in an academic conference will not be credited. As a general rule, internship

in a company will not be credited, as well.
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3. Reviews
Each activity will be reviewed in the following 2 steps.
3-1. Eligibility of the activity
The first step will review if the activity fulfils the requirements of the course. This step should be

done before carrving out the activity.
A document describing the following contents must be submitted through the supervisor (or

through the organizing professor, if the activity is organized by a professor of our department):
- name, period, and place of the activity
- details of the activity, including expected workload

3-2. Review of the student performance
After the activity has been finished, the performance of the student will be reviewed through a

submitted report and a presentation. The deadline of the report, presentation schedule, and the
reviewer(s) will be announced individually.
- Report
- 2 pages or more in A4 format (Use IEEE journal template). Language must be English.

- Presentation
- 15-minute presentation. Presentation language is English.
- A copy (or copies) of the presentation slides must be submitted to the reviewer(s).
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4. Inquiries
If a student has any questions regarding this course, the student should consult his/her supervisor.
